Note: So your gourd will stand upright, level off 
bottom by removing the base stem with pliers.

When 
gourd is 

completely wrapped, 
secure end of yarn to 
bottom of gourd with 
an adhesive dot.

Cover gourd with strips of 
double-sided adhesive.

Supplies:

1. Use an adhesive dot to secure end of first color of 
yarn to top of gourd at starting point. Wrap 1/3 of 

gourd, making sure to completely cover adhesive strips.

Tie end of second color of yarn 
to end of first color. Continue 

wrapping gourd with second color, 
covering yarn tails as you work. 

Using two pairs of 
jewelry pliers, open the 

jump rings on the multi-charm 
dangle pendant. Remove the 
owl, butterfly and dragonfly 
charms, and set aside to use in 
future projects. Add acorn and 
pinecone charms to pendant. 
Use a short length of yarn to tie 
pendant around stem of gourd.
